Enrollment continues to increase and the school district and Community Campus are currently trying to figure out the of a bridge program for those EBD students that do not fit into any current model. Space for these students is the issue not programming.
No students will graduate in December so we will have the first year where January may become a spacing issue.
From Lynne’s report:
Space is a concern already as the county continues to grow. Our sister transitional programs at the district are having the same issues so we are trying to get creative together to make sure that the students have a quality, appropriate program to transition into after deferment.
We are currently using our new arts building for classes and that has helped tremendously but our cafeteria is now housing a homeroom in the am and pm. This has actually worked out well on many levels.
All new players at the ESE district level and many of the high schools. I have been making the rounds trying to get them familiarized with our program. We have numerous tours scheduled for the schools to come see the program as a field trip.
Good things and accomplishments:
The building looks amazing with the new turf that is in the back yard, the concrete was poured yesterday so we have room for additional tables. The awnings have not been scheduled yet but that will finish off a very beautiful and useable backspace.
Staffing is stable and I have the most amazing people working for me.
Brenda Felder will be retiring from teaching at the end of the year so I will be trying to find a new teacher. She is keeping this a secret from everyone at this time, she is possibly staying on in a job development/CBI capacity, anyone who is familiar with Brenda knows that she can talk anyone into anything.
